Secretary’s Report
The minutes of November 28th, 2006 were unavailable at the meeting so would be circulated to the Council for Council approval.  Once approved by council they were to be send to all Strata owners of N46.
Strata Policies
Pet policy:  There was discussion about the existing pet policy and how it was being implemented.  The rules and regulations clearly set out the procedure for approval.  There have been requests forwarded to management for approval of visiting pets.  All visiting pets must apply to the Strata Council for approval.  It was also suggested that pictures be taken of the pets and kept on file.  Owners would be asked to submit pictures at time of rental application.

Satellite dishes:  After much discussion on the pros and cons of satellite dishes, it was unanimously agreed that because there are no specific spots for set up and because they leave holes when removed, there will be no satellite dishes allowed.

Treasurer’s Report
Insurance – Two payments of $807 have already been made, payments are to continue as previously approved.
There were bills to be paid to Kootenay Landscape, JGD Handyman, and Superior Janitorial.  The BC Hydro automatic withdrawal from HSBC will be updated to come from the new account set up by Realty Executives CARE..  Because these bills predated the strata management contract we asked for a motion to approve.
Moved by Gary McCarthy, seconded by Jan Stone to pay the bills.  All in favor.

Additional matters
JGD Handyman has asked to submit a quote on doing more work.  He will be invited to quote and his quote will be discussed at the next Strata Meeting.

Unit #30- There have been complaints in August and September about the tenants in Unit 30.  Highland Property Management has been notified and we are conscientiously working on a solution to the problem.  It has been requested that the broken window be replaced and charged back to the owner.
The parking problems in using Visitors spots are being dealt with.
Painting of Hallways – The quote was approved for the repair and painting in the hallways, but has not been started yet.  Sharron will be contacting the painter for a start date.

The door to Unit #32 has been damaged by an attempted break-in and need to be replaced.
Moved by Gary McCarthy, seconded by Jan Stone to replace the door.  All in favor.

Dawna and James Apeldoorn did not contribute to discussion on this matter.

Leonty’s exit door has been repaired.

Jan Stone reported that Ryan van der Plas had reported on water coming from the wall of one of his units.  Sharron to contact Ryan about the water problem.

The exterior door to units’ #37-40 requires replacing with similar or original door if it can be found.
